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Lovisa Ringborg attended art schools with focus on painting for several years before beginning her studies
at University of photography in Gothenburg. However painterly qualities are still very much in evidence in her
images, technically as well as aesthetically. Lovisa Ringborgs works represents an inner reality rather than an
outer. Her images are results of personal thorts and emotions translated into an imaginary world, where the
borders between dream and reality are dissolved. The last years Lovisa Ringborg has participated in various
group shows, among others New Nordic Photography 2006 at Hasselblad Center, Gothenburg. In January
2008 she was selected for Plattform08 at the Fotomuseum Winterthur, a curated international portfolio viewing
featuring young emerging european photographers.

The Chimera carnival

In this work, | have been interested in the world as seen through the eyes of the child and the different games
and characters being explored in order to structure that world. In the Chimera Carnival the child is facing reality
by creating a private, magical sphere with it’s own rules, where the borders between human, animal, dream and
reality are dissolved. In this space the child itself creates the norms and hierarchies, but by not being completely
able to shut the actual reality out the hopes and fears can take on any shape. It is an ambivalent place where
good easily becomes bad and the other way around. An important inspiration to this series has been children
portraits, mainly from the renaissance and from artists such as Velasquez and Lucas Cranach.
